making health system reform a reality.

	 Health	System	Reform	and	the	Physician	Workforce
  The implementation of federal health reform is expected to result in an 

influx of millions of new insured into the system, creating resource pressures 
in a state many already believe suffers a shortage of physicians. This 
presentation will assess the anticipated impact of expanded coverage in 

terms of physician workforce needs in California, with emphasis on the 
critical need for culturally and linguistically competent health care providers 
to serve cultural, ethnic and racial minority populations expected to account 
for a large portion of the new patient base. Initiatives that might ameliorate 
the physician shortage will be discussed.
